USING THESE REVISION CHECKLISTS EFFECTIVELY
To be successful it is vital that you use these checklists on a regular basis.

Referring to them, annotating them, and asking your teachers about them should be an integral part of your weekly revision practice.

Do not wait until the night before to look at these; you should approach these lists little and often to support your preparation for the exams.
HOW DO I USE THEM WELL?
· As you plan your weekly revision, use the checklists to identify a topic you want to revise.

· You will not need to do every topic on the lists; you should prioritise the subjects you are weaker in and topics within that subject that you know you need to improve upon.

· If a topic is secure, leave it and focus on the less secure areas for now.

· Do not revise what’s comfortable; revise the topics that you either cannot remember or you know you need more practice on.

· Annotate your checklist with the date you revised a certain topic. This way you can see when you last revised that part of the course and decide when you need to come back to it.

· As you complete different topics from the checklists, colour code them depending on how well that topic went. If you feel that topic is now secure, colour it green; if you need to ask a teacher or revisit the subject again, colour it red or a different colour.

· Treat your checklists as working documents, annotate them as you complete your revision, and bring them into school and ask your teacher if you are still struggling on a topic.

· The most helpful revision checklists will be those that are covered in annotations and notes — this shows that you’ve been using them.

· Your teacher will be very happy to support you using your checklists so please ask them if you are unsure about anything.
